Over the next three months we are piloting an intergenerational learning seminar (4 hours) (in
Shetland, Perth & Kinross and Edinburgh) for teachers and other educational practitioners. After the
sessions we plan to tweak the training materials then offer each local authority the opportunity to
hold the seminar as a four hour block or two, two hour twilight sessions within their in service
training planned for 2014. We hope this will raise the awareness of the benefits of getting involved in
intergenerational work.
